Clarification on the ENTNAC (Entrance National Agency Check)

-  Prior to 1 March 1999, the ENTNAC was used as the investigative basis for the granting of a confidential/secret clearance.  However, it was determined that after 1 March 1999,  the ENTNAC should only be used as the basis for “suitability” for military service.  The National Agency Check with Local Records and Credit Check (NACLC)  was then created as the investigative basis for a confidential/secret clearance.

-  DoD grandfathered the ENTNAC.  For individuals having an ENTNAC prior to 1 March 1999 and who require access to confidential or secret information, a periodic reinvestigation (PR) is not required unless the 15 year (for confidential) or 10 year (for secret) timeframes have elapsed from the date of the ENTNAC.  Individuals requiring a reinvestigation (timeframes have elapsed 15 years/10 years) will submit the Electronic Personnel Security Questionnaire (EPSQ) and fingerprint cards for a NACLC, and submit to Defense Security Service (DSS) per MARADMIN 186/02.   

-  Individuals having an ENTNAC after 1 March 1999, who require access to confidential or secret information, must complete the Electronic Personnel Security Questionaire (EPSQ) for a NACLC and be fingerprinted, with the EPSQ and fingerprints submitted to DSS.

The granting of  Interim Clearances may  be granted per SECNAVINST 5510.30A para 8-5.
